Average food cost per meal averages $1.35. 

Weekly average food/supplies cost is $272. 

Weekly average salaries (cook who shops and prepares meals, 

cooks assistant who helps with food prep on Mondays) is $160. 

Total cost of the Community Meal in one week is $432. 

As of October, we had 874 community volunteers.

hosted by, and run by the people of the Chisago Lakes area.
